Commentary: Although included as part of the evening Adhkar, these two
verses are to be recited after the sun has set, as oppose to the other
evening Adhkar between ‘Asr and Maghrib.

The Prophet ¥€ mentioned that the one who recites the last two verses of

Surah Al-Bagarah at night, it will ‘suffice him”. The Scholars interpreted the
word ‘suffice” here to mean, suffice him as a means of protection from all

types of evil and harm, including the Shaytan.
